It is my pleasure to invite you to the ETUCE Regional Seminar organised in the frame of the project European eLearning Forum for Education 2, to be held in Brussels on 19-20 January 2009.

This first Seminar will gather teacher union representatives from the “old” EU-15 and EFTA countries as well as the 5 European teacher education institutions involved in the project. A second and similar Seminar will be held for teacher union representatives from the “new” EU-12 countries on 12-13 March 2009 in Riga, Latvia, together with the 10 schools participating in the project.
ELFE 2 is a two years project supported by the European Commission. It is built on the findings and experiences of the 1st ELFE project implemented by the ETUCE during the period 2005-2006 and is coordinated by a Steering Committee comprising - in addition to ETUCE staff - trade union representatives from five EU countries, two experts and one external evaluator. The project target countries are Denmark, UK, Poland, Slovenia and Latvia. ELFE 2 has been set up to identify methodologies used in schools and teacher education institutions with the aim of making use of ICT that promote the added value of these technologies in education, in terms of teaching and learning models. The Seminar will be an opportunity to discuss and evaluate the preliminary results of the project research findings.
